All children will be placed in be-
ginner classes if they cannot meet the following
requirements. NO EXCEPTIONS! The instructor
will place everyone in the appropriate classes.
The following are the requirements for intermedi-
ate and advance classes:

Intermediate Classes

Floor - cartwheel, round-off, handstand

Beam - walk unassisted forward & backward,
tuck jump, split leap, forward roll with or without
support, round-off dismount and straddle jump
dismount

Vault - shoot through, straddle without help
Bars - back hip kick over on low and high bar

Advance Class 1 (in addition to the requirements
for the intermediate class)

Floor - back walk over, front walkover, back hand
spring with assistance.

Beam - forward roll without support, half turn,
handspring dismount

Vault - extended shoot through, handspring with
support

Bars - straddle dismount

Advance Class 2 by invitation only.
